Key Stage 3 Curriculum
 

 	Performing Arts  
Key Stage 3 Performing Arts explores different styles and genres of Performance work, touching on both disciplines of Dance and Drama.  Students learn about existing Performance work and practitioners, analysing their creative intent and audience impact. 
Students participate in workshop style exploration, in which collaboration and reflection are key, they create their own practical outcomes based on the knowledge and skill base that they refine.   
The curriculum is differentiated within topics and allows students to gain confidence talking to and with others formally.  They are equipped with the tools to be an effective and informed performer, and they are nurtured so that they have the confidence to be creative and experimental in their practical outcomes.  
Our students enjoy the opportunity to reflect upon real world scenarios and present their viewpoint in an engaging and innovative way. 
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Beyond the curriculum, our students are invited to participate in a multi-faceted Enrichment programme, that provides opportunities for skill development and community experience beyond the classroom.  Students of all ages work alongside one another in an ensemble fashion, reaching out to the community with innovative, relevant, and challenging projects.  Accreditation in LAMDA, and Arts Award provide students with professional standard qualifications beyond their curriculum and create opportunities for students to create and innovate within the community.   North Liverpool Academy run both Drama and Dance companies, in which students are trained to be accomplished performers equipped for industry.
